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POBAL launch Study Notes CD Package

Irish language umbrella group POBAL launched a study notes CD package for Irish A’ Level students
in St Dominic’s High School, Belfast on Tuesday 28" September. The notes are based on dramatist,
poet and broadcaster Mairéad Ni Ghrada’s play Breithilnas, a study of the changing face of Irish life in
the middle of the last century. The need for this resource was highlighted by teachers and pupils during
POBAL’s Arts Project 2010 which visited primary and secondary schools throughout the north
providing storytelling and dramatised literature workshops. Fermanagh’s renowned novelist Séamas
Mac Annaidh put together and ran the workshops, and because of that, was asked to write the study
notes for the CD package. The CD package also contains an introduction from Dr. Eamon O Ciosain, a
lecturer at NUI Maynooth and a grandson of the author, and an MP3 recording of a workshop on the
subject which provides the opportunity of hearing scenes from the play acted out and discussed by the
coordinator, actors, teachers and pupils.

POBAL'’s Nic Sadlier said, ‘this CD package is a result of POBAL’s work out in the community, taking
on board feedback and acting upon it to provide resources when and where they are needed. The
package will be free to all schools with the play Breithitnas on the curriculum, north and south. We
also believe that it is important that the package
takes advantage of popular technology such as
MP3 which is easily accessible and user friendly
for students and teachers’.

St Dominic’s was chosen to host the launch
because it was the first school visited by
POBAL'’s dramatised workshop on the play
Breithitnas. St Dominic’s High School Irish
teacher Andrea Higgins said of the package, ‘A2
Irish language literature is a great challenge for
pupils and, unfortunately, resources in this area
are lacking. I think that POBAL’s project is
extremely important and i am grateful to them for
catering to these needs. This CD package will
create opportunities for us to discuss the plays
themes and plOtS and i am sure that the students (L-R) Damiap Smyth, SféarT].as Mac Annaidh, Educa?tion Minister Caitriona

and teachers will benefit enormously from this
resource.’
